General Installation Instructions for Vinyl Graphics

The general idea is to apply the vinyl film as smoothly as possible without wrinkling or bubbling.
There are two ways to apply vinyl graphics - wet or dry. READ WARNING BEFORE PROCEEDING!

SURFACE PREP:
WARNING: Always test chemicals on an inconspicuous spot before continuing.
Noft responsible for any damage improper cleaning may cause.

VEHICLES: Surface should be smooth and free from loose paint or rust. Surface should be
cleaned using a cleaning agent like 409 to remove any road spray or tar. Then, wash with
either mild soap & water or an application fluid as described below. ALLOW TO DRY.
(Note: Do not apply to freshly painted vehicles until cured for 3-4 days.)

GLASS: Use a razorblade to scrape off any particles and then rulbb down with alcohol to remove
any oily residue. ALLOW TO DRY.

WOOD and other painted surfaces: Surface should be finished with an outdoor-durable finish.
A stronger detergent may be used to clean heavily soiled surfaces (TEST FIRST) then wipe down with
mild soap and water or application fluid using a lint free rag. ALLOW TO DRY.

PLASTIC and other smooth surfaces: Vinyl does not stick to all plastics and should e tested first.
Clean as you would a painted surface. ALLOW TO DRY.

Dry Application: After cleaning, tape decal(s) in place usig masking tape. 1
Measure 1o keep layout level and centered. (Usually the bottom of flat L F|GLIRE ] =
lefters or horizontal lines and each side.) *Measure twice apply once* -

After you have positioned graphic where you want it, place a piece of
masking tape across the middle of decal vertically to make a “hinge” (See Fig. 1)

Lift one half of decal and carefully peel the paper backing from the fransfer tape.

Rip off backing paper and discard. Starting from center of hinge squeege down decal with a smooth,
flat stroke using either an automotive squeege or a credit card. Work from the center out. Be patient.

Do not wrinkle. Peel off center tape used for hinge and repeat with other half. For longer decals sections
can be taped in place first, cut apart and applied in this same fashion. When done, squeegee over
entire surface to ensure proper adhesion. Carefully start removing top transfer sheet by pulling slowly and
at a sharp angle. Watch as to not pull up any of the decal as you do this. Once top transfer tape is
removed you are done; unless you get any small bubbles. To remove bubbles simply take a sharp pin,
needle, or X-Acto knife and puncture bubble and squeeze air out. Vinyl should be allowed to set up for
a day or two before heavy washing or scrubbing.

Wet Application: Using application fluid spray down entire surfface area 1o bbe covered with an even
mist (be generous). Remove entire sheet of backing paper from the decal top transfer sheet.

Mist decal and transfer sheet with application fluid. This allows you to slide the decal around on the
surface until it is aligned correctly. Squeegee down decal when aligned. Start softly at first, then very firmly.
Try to squeegee out as much fluid as possible. (At this point, and as a final step, you may want to
squeegee down the graphic using the backing paper - slick side up - as a cover sheet.) Remove top
fransfer tape slowly and carefully as not to pull up the decal (this may take some work until some

of the moisture evaporates.) You may have to squeegee as you work to remove the transfer tape.
Application fluid can also be sprayed on the top of the decal and allowed to soak into the tape to
help it release. After the transfer tape is off go over it again using the back paper as a cover sheet
making sure all small pieces and corners are down firmly.

Take care of any bubbles as described albove. ALLOW TO DRY.
